	Definition

	A brief series of questions for men and women about how they self-identify with feelings towards members of the same gender or other genders.

	Personnel and Training Required
	No specific training is needed if data are collected through a self-administered questionnaire. If interviewers administer the questionnaire, the interviewer must be trained to conduct personal interviews with individuals from the general population and found competent to administer these particular questions (i.e., tested by an expert) at the completion of this training. The interviewer should be trained to prompt respondents further if a "don't know" response is provided.

	Equipment Needs
	These questions can be administered in a computerized or noncomputerized format (i.e., paper-and pencil instrument).  Computer software is necessary to develop computer-assisted instruments.  The interviewer will require a laptop computer/handheld computer to administer or to allow the respondent to self-administer a computer-assisted questionnaire.
