	MESA staff document possible events through review and abstraction of medical records and death certificates, interviews, questionnaires, and other procedures. At least two physicians review each event’s case materials, and its data are analyzed by computer algorithm (for MI events only) that uses standardized criteria to assign a final classification. Differing diagnoses between two reviewers are resolved, and a selected number of cases may be reviewed by the entire MESA Morbidity and Mortality (M&M) Committee for quality assurance purposes.
