	The M.I.N.I. International Neuropsychiatric Interview provides unique and valuable information about psychiatric diagnoses. The Early Psychosis Working Group recommends obtaining this dataset wherever possible. However, the MINI is a proprietary instrument that requires specialized expertise and training to administer. Therefore, this measure is more appropriate for inclusion as Supplemental Information instead of in the PhenX Toolkit.
