	Description of Protocol
	This protocol was taken from the CDC’s 2007 (CDC’s) Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System (BRFSS). While the BRFSS is interviewer-administered, the Expert Review Panel believes the protocol could also be computer or self-administered.
